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Transport, Driving and Drinking 

While some parking will be available at both venues, It is the Organising            

Committee’s recommendation that you use Public Transport if at all possible. Public 

transport in Glasgow (which includes local trains, subway, buses and taxis) is very 

good and reasonably priced. We will be adding information about public transport to 

the Tournament Website in the coming weeks. 

This is perhaps a good opportunity to remind visitors to Scotland that the Scottish 

Drink Driving Law is very strict, more so than in England. The legal maximum is 50 

milligrams alcohol per 100 millilitres of blood. In England it is 80 milligrams.  

The best advice is probably just, “Don’t drink and drive”.
